After her untimely death, Shah Jahan had her mortal remains
buried in this mausoleum. And after his own demise he was
placed to rest next to his beloved queen in the same

mausoleum. Under the dome, below the ground level, in a dimly lit chamber, lie the mortal
remains of Shahjahan and his beloved queen Mumtaz, reminding the world of their undying
love.

Later visit to Agra fort, Within a radius of 3 kilometers, on the banks of the river Yamuna, rises
the crescent like Agra Fort. Designed and built by Akbar in 1565 A.D., the fort is surrounded by
a 70 feet high wall. It houses the beautiful Pearl Mosque and numerous palaces including the
Jahangir Mahal, Diwan-i-Khas, Diwan-i-Am and Moti Masjid. Afternoon Drive back to Delhi
